New Leaf Market will award up to 10 ownerships a year to local residents 
who are committed to supporting our co-op, but who might not otherwise 
be able to afford this opportunity. Becoming a co-op owner allows individu-
als to receive special owner prices on monthly advertised specials, to vote 
in elections, receive the Natural Times newsletter and receive patronage 
rebates when the Co-op has made a profit.

Each ownership is valued at $100.00 and is non-refundable and non-trans-
ferable.

We encourage any community member who has a strong desire to become 
an owner of New Leaf Market and who can demonstrate a substantial need 
for assistance, to apply.
